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Situation

e The first Refugee and Migrant Needs Analysis (RMNA), conducted by the Regional Inter-Agency
Coordination Platform for Refugees and Migrants from Venezuela (R4V), was launched on 12
October.

e The Dutch Minister of Foreign Affairs visited Aruba and Curagao; the topics of mixed movements,
Venezuelans, and the re-opening of borders with Venezuela were discussed. Reopening may begin
with commercial traffic.

e The Government of Aruba has accelerated discussions on reopening the borders with Venezuela and
established a committee to create a phased reopening plan. On 26 August, a new policy?! establishing
new procedural and time limits on injunctions about detention and deportation orders was
published.

e The State Secretary of Justice and Security of the Kingdom visited Curagao and discussed the
challenges and situation of refugees and migrants from Venezuela on the island with local
NGOs/partners. The monthly meetings of the Curacao National Platform between R4V partners
restarted.

e On 19 September, Hurricane Fiona battered the
Dominican Republic, producing considerable damage
to homes and infrastructure, cutting power to over
400,000, and displacing more than 12,000 people. R4V
partners took part in the humanitarian response,
delivering core relief items to vulnerable affected
communities. The dates for reopening phase 1 of the
Normalization Plan remained under discussion and are
yet to be announced; an ongoing discussion about the
inclusion of children of parents enrolled in the plan
clarified that all children born in the Dominican
Republic to enrolled parents will be included.
Additionally, the meeting of the Coalicion por
Venezuela in Punta Cana offered an opportunity to show the challenges and opportunities of the
Normalization Plan as a best practice for the Caribbean.

e The Ministry of Labour of Guyana announced its intention to work with R4V partners to establish a
framework to integrate Venezuelans into the local labour force through the Board of Industrial
Training, which will comprise training for refugees and migrants and capacity building for the public
and private sectors. Separately, the U.S. State Department Trafficking in Persons Report highlighted
the ongoing vulnerability of Venezuelans, who comprise 81 per cent of victims identified by the
Government, to trafficking for forced labour and sex. Partners noted that eviction risks are escalating
as families increasingly require assistance to pay rent.

A video produced by R4V partners

celebrated the first year of the
Normalization Plan in the Dominican
Republic.

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e Strongseasonal rainfall in Trinidad and Tobago produced
several instances of significant flooding and flood risk
remains high; R4V partners are monitoring if emergency
humanitarian assistance is needed, including among
refugee and migrant communities.

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Response

Education

The new school year began in September, with the
Equal Place programme restarting formal classes in
Trinidad and Tobago, where refugee and migrant
children continue to be unable to enroll in public
schools. R4V partners also provided after-school
programmes and alternative programmes for out-of-
school children in Aruba, Curagao, and Guyana,
providing ESL, Dutch, and Papiamento language
classes among other learning support. A partner
distributed cash and voucher assistance for education
costs in the Dominican Republic, and tablets were
distributed at a child-friendly space in Tobago.

Protection

An R4V partner facilitated a workshop on international
refugee protection for members of the Trinidad and
Tobago Police Service, including officers from other
islands in the region. R4V partners in the Dominican
Republic held a workshop for Venezuelan community
leaders on protection and durable solutions.
Protection assistance via hotlines, legal assistance,
protection screening, and counselling continues in all
countries in the Sub-region. An inter-agency Child
Protection Assessment started in Curacao with
qualitative data collection.

Integration

Community consultations took place in Trinidad and
Tobago in the Longdenville and Chaguanas areas to
gather input on tactical urbanism interventions that
would benefit the communities, and how to foster
engagement with vulnerable populations. In the
Dominican Republic, Venezuelans continued accessing
the Normalization Plan, with the total number of visas
(phase 2) issued to date at 21,988. Vulnerable
refugees and migrants without financial means were
assisted with the associated costs of phases 1 and 2 of
the Plan.

GBV

Partners across the Sub-region focused on
preparations for 16 Days of Activism against Gender-
Based Violence, commencing on 25 November. An
R4V partner in Guyana delivered workshops on GBV
identification, prevention, and response to embassy
personnel and various local communities. In the
Dominican Republic, a workshop on new masculinities
focused on the prevention of domestic violence. In
Aruba, Curacao, the Dominican Republic, and Guyana,
GBV survivors received psychosocial and legal support,
as well as referrals to relevant support services.

Shelter

In Trinidad and Tobago, a new safe accommodation
for GBV survivors began operations, with R4V partners
supporting with hygiene and baby kits as well as
household items, in coordination with the shelter.
Additionally, refugees and migrants in Guyana and the
Dominican Republic received rent and shelter
assistance, including through CVA and emergency
accommodation.

Health

R4V partners provided direct care and referrals at a
partner clinic in Curagao and supported refugees and
migrants in accessing medical services in the
Dominican Republic with CVA and referrals. Also in the
Dominican Republic, partners provided psychosocial
services to people in need. A health fair was held in
Aruba, where R4V partners provided primary care
consultations and referrals for further assistance.
Hygiene/baby kits were distributed in Curacao.
