Refugees and migrants from Venezuela in the world: 7.18M

Refugees and migrants from Venezuela in Latin America and the Caribbean: 6.03M

Context

e The statistics displayed above on refugees and migrants from Venezuela in the 17 countries of
the R4V Response reflect official figures issued by the respective host governments., Their use
and publishing for R4V products is closely coordinated with relevant government statistical
offices and/or other national government departments responsible for management of
refugee and migrant statistics. These statistics are periodically updated, with some
governments updating them on a monthly basis, while others update them in other undefined
intervals. As a result, an increase in reported figures from one month’s R4V publication to the
next in any particular country could appear as a significant increase in arrivals of refugees and
migrants from Venezuela, while, in fact, it is mostly related to individual host country reporting

and publishing procedures.

Whatis the reason for therecentincreasein number of refugees and migrants from Venezuela?

Brazil: Over the year 2022, the Venezuelan population in Brazil grew by 36%, increasing from
305,008 individuals at the end of 2021, to 414,502 at the end of 2022. Peaks of entry occurred in
March, after the official opening of the Venezuelan side of the border, and in August until
December, overlapping with electoral period in Brazil. This month’s update (from 388,120 in
December 2022 to 414,502 in January 2023) is the result of an update in the statistics by the
competent Brazilian authorities, covering the period between September 2022 until January
2023, and not the result of one month’s arrivals in Brazil.

Peru: The updated figure of 1,506,000 Venezuelan refugees and migrants reflects the data
provided by the National Superintendence of Migration as of 31 December 2022. As for previous
updates, this figure is based on the latest available data from the Integrated Migration System
and the register of the Special Commission for Refugees in Peru.

WhataboutVenezuelanswho enter countries irregularly?

Population figures communicated by government authorities, in large parts, refer to regular
movements. It is assumed that, if all refugees and migrants from Venezuela in irregular situations
were considered, the total number could be greater than 7.18M globally/6.03M in the LAC region.
